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General  

The Seychelles is still in the most severe drought cycle recorded. PUC water is 

still only available for limited times during the day for human consumption, 

and rainfall has decreased to 72mm for September (155mm for August, 

118mm for July, 4mm for June, 15mm for May). The desalination plant was 

commissioned and water was available for landscaping purposes since 22 

September.  

The general appearanc e of established gardens has improved markedly 

since July when the first rains fell. The appearance of new gardens has 

benefited immensely from the temporary irrigation line (river water) , that was 

sponsored by EIDC .  

The mulching and fertiliser programs h ave progressed well, and have 

contributed to plant growth and improved appearance. Major pruning of 

gardens is almost complete .
